fadlities tat cannect to and passthrough Bordentown.
li s tecmicalmemaandum (theseond generated for this
study) desciibes thebicycle faciity invertory andasessnen;
and outlinesinitial "ndings and recommends ations to
Way!n ding Signage in RiverLINE Parking Lot| improve hicycle circulation and provide comedivity to

adjacet fadlities and trails. Rioritized recanmendations
will be oordinatedwith recanmendationsrdatedto pedestian conditions and tra# ccalming autlined in the"r st
techhical memaandum generated for this gudy, aswel as ta# c caiming @mnepts outlined in the tird techical
memaandum.

Sruby BACKGROUND

Bordentbwnisa @mpactcity located in northem Burlington County, béweenRoues13 and 206, ad the Ddaware
River. Badentown has maitained its dder resdential neghborhoods and takenadwantageof its historic ssets &
wel as ts proximity to major staewide corridors, including Roues13) and 206, hterstate2%, and the New Ersey
Turnpike. Ore urique aped of Bordentowrls location is the lack of through tra# cwithin the cty, as it is lcaked
0$ of mgor statewide through-routes. Tra# c volumes within Bordentown are therefare fairly low in comparison
to similar canmunities wthin Burlington County. ! e cty is currently in the mddle of a redevelopment plan,
and seeksto improvethe circulation of nan-motorized tra# cnot only throughout Bordentown, but to connedions
bordering Bordentown as vell.

In order to improve the bicycle and pedestian conditions
within Badentown, the cty, with assisathne fom the
New Jesey Depatment of Trangortation (NJDOT), is
asesing bicycle and pedestian oconditions throughaout
the city. Along with the invertory o existing mnditions,
improvemeris ae beingident" edthat will hdp create an
accomnodaing ewvironment for non-motorized tra# c

BicycLECOMPATIBLEFACILITIES

Bicyck ativity can be @commodated throughthe use of fiouldersard wide outside knes, sgnedshaed roadways
dedicded bike laneswithin the right-of-way, or 0$-stred bike pahs separated from the madvay Each of these
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fadlities s descibedin more ddail in a echical
appendx. ! echace of an appropriate fecility
type cepends on factors that include roadway
conditions, bcd origins and destinations, and
projecteduses.

Low vdume, low-speed roadways require
no speid faciities for bicyclists while hgh
volume, high-gpeed roads typically requre a
serae fadlity. All roadvays in ketween rely
onanasgssert of themary facorsthatmake a
roadway particularly bike-friendy or unfriendly.
le primary focus of this @®ssnent hasbea
Park Street at Third Street, looking North on-stred faclities and recommendations are
limited to degermining gpropriate locations for
shaed-use lnes a adong celineded shouldersthat
aredeemal hicycle canpatible. O$-dree faciities have been consdered only within the context of cmnnections
between city steds and the psposednetvork of o$-dred trails and pahs.

Within the cty of Bordentown, dmost all of the $reds @n be corsidered urban in charecte, and virtually no
city dreds ae wide anough to accomnodate dedicded bike laneswithout restiping existing on-stred parking or
shoddersfor dedi@ted bicydeuse ! isreport makesno sich recommendations

BicycLEPARKING

le awilabiity of safe andcanvenient parking is as ¢ticalto bicydists & it is br motoristsard yet it is fequenty
ovealooked. Providing goodquality bicycle parking goes well beyond providing isdatedracks d random locdions
andexpeding g/clists to "nd ard usethem. Indeed,many agenciesarenow adopting ged” ¢ requremerts for bicycle
parking desiqn, locaion, and installation. ! etechical appendx includesdeailed desciiption of a @mprehensive
program of municipal bike paking, including locaion, type and sigage.

METHODOLOGY

le asesmet andrecommendationsoutlinedin thistecmicalmemaandum are kase& upon " eldinvertories "ed
tours of key bicyde routesand locdionsthroughout the city, input from a bcdly represeted Seaing Committee
and input from community membesviaa wdely distributed bicyde and pededriancirculation survey. During the
bicycle facilty inventory, the fdlowing fadors wee andyzed:

Memorandum 1. A overall examination of bicyde conditions was dran from thepedestian dred invertory. ! is
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includedtheident" caion of mgor trave corridors, @nnectionsto agacentard compatible facilities (loth exsting
and proposed, and réevant adivity generatars.

Major corridors, trails, cannections and degination points are simmarizedin the "guesincluded as aperdicies
following thedocument.

le obsewatons and recommendations cantained within this memo adhere to NDOT ard aher gpplicable
guiddines for bcyding and shaed aces to sreels and higpways.

ConNDITIONSASSESSMENTBICYCLES TRAILS AND BiICYCLEPARKING

An andyss of oveall bicycle canditions wasperformed to identify de"cienciesand criti cal needs with paticular
attention pad to comedions betwean on-stree bhicycling and proposed (primarily) o$-dree trail faciities
Bicycing trip purposes in the study area include recredion, shopping, sctodl trips, bcd and long distancetrave,
and canmuting.

i s aessen includes primary and seondary focus aess. ! e primary focus aess @mprise the pincipal
through-travel caridors while the £caodary focus areasprovide aces ketween city streds and proposed trails
rather thanthrough-travel

le primary corridors include Farnswath Avenue Rark Sted, Crossvicks $rees and Burlington Sted. Beyond
thosemajor corridors, veal seondary roadsseve as gni’'cant thoroughfaresfor bicyding, including Prince
Seond, and ElizabethStreds. Relaed adivity generatars include downtown destnations within the Bordentown
CBD, the RrelLINE siation (light rail transit), stods, paks, stopping centers and recration areas.

Bicyck ®nditions in Badentown are generally adequate; anong the postive and negaive atributes are the
following:

o le man negdive ondderdion for cydists is that maost city dreds ae rehtively narrow with pardlel
parking,leaving littleroom for dedicaedbikefadlities. Bcycles musttherebreshareaimod al Badentown
City dreds with vehicular tra# c. Further canpounding this problemis the presece of many driveways
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In addtion to haung to starethe raad, bicydesmustalso be &ert for turning venicles

complaints of thosethat respndedto the bicyde and pededrian questionnaire included the hgh spesd

Bordentown is howeve a gnerlly desimable bcaion for bicycling and pat of the purposeof this s®ssert is ©
identify improvemens  accommodate bicyding within the parameteas of estibished standards for safe desgn
and ue. Badentown hasbea recanmendal as adcdion of the Delawae River Heritage Trail, which would
pas throughthe town and caonnectBadentown to adjacet municipalities and recredion resaurces. A network of
trails has been proposeal as part of the cty's maser planning process and Bordeniown alsoboastsnumerous paks,
historica sites D&R caal aces, and weraces at heBordentown Beachand Maina.

FARNSWORTHAVENUE

Farnswath Avenue(County Roue 545) grvesasthe city's main stred and hog to the Certral Busines®District ard
commercid area Farnswath is Badentown's husieststred with signi"cant tra# c volumes, rumerous diveway
acces ints to loth private and canmerdal adivities,and active paralkel parking urnove in support of the cty's
mary restwurants, @lleries, aad shop. ! epoded speedlimit of 25 nph and 36 foot crosssetion are cansistent
with thegod of alming tra#c throughthe city and creaing a sfe,wdkable downtown ervironment thatwelkcomes
and ercouragespedestian tra#c and sted life.

Farnswath Avenueis poposedto seve as tle cty's pimary aignmernt for the Ddaware River Heritage Trail. ! e
Trail hasbeen conceivedasa 50-nile loop along both Sdesof the river from Morrisville PA/Trenton NJ b Ralmyra
NJ/Tamny Bridge in rortheasten Philadelphia, whose galsinclude re-comeding wderfront communiti eswith
the river ard turning industial lands into an attradive nulti-use niverfront trail. ! eTrail's poposa dignmert
would be along Farnswath Avenue beghnning at he terminus of the D&R Cand at the Bordentbown Marina,
corntinuing along the Marina's Ranp and thenalong Farnswath Avenuebédore urning sotth to Burlington Sted
and cantinuing along to Fieldsbao and pants souh. Several problems bring into quegion the viahlity of this
alignment

o Given thelewel of tra#c ard parking acivity, the wdth of Farnswath Avenueis too narrow to sugport
threepatertially aone icting usessdely (pardlelparking an both sides 2 banes or vehcular trave, andthe
proposedon-stred trail), paticularly during periodsof pe& demand.

Paik Sree (County Roue 662) is a eastwest orientedroadway that seves & te principal acces oute etween
downtown Bordeniown City, U.S. Rute 206, Brdentown Township eat of Roue 206, ad the local station and
parking lot for the RverLINE. ! eproposed!o rntown Cree&k Trail would crossPak Stred at a bcdion between
i rd Stred and the Ocean Spay Property. Eatof the! ird Stred intersection, in the vcinity o the proposed
gakewy treament, Pak Stred changesin character from a 3 mph urban stred with paallel pakingto an arerial
roadway with a pstedspeadlimit of 40 wvith shouldersard no parking. Rark Sted presnts a ongstent cross
secion of 30 é& with 7+ foot shouders

le reiscurrently one becyderack at heRiverLINE sttion parking Id.

le Pak Stred Apartments atthe easern erd of the City nearU.S. 206epresat a large ®ncentration of residents.
li s resicential areais not curenty sewved by ary existing or poposeal pedestrian or bicyde amenities including
sidewdks, paths, or tails. ! e sdewalksalong Pak Stred currently extendonly from thedowntown area to ! ird
Stred.

Crosawvicks $red (County Roue 528) is aiented eastwestand cannecs thedowntown area a Farnswath Avenue
to U.S. Rute 130 ad Bordentbwn Townghip to the east Cossvicks $red hosts many of the cty's pincipal
deginations ard tra# c gereraors include the MacFarland Junior and Clara Barton Elemerntary Shools, Care
EstateSaior Houdng, Cardake Gommunity Building, and Gilder Pak and Field. ! epodedspeedimit is 25 nph;
the stred width is 3B feet rear Farnswath Avenueard 40 &4 in front of the sclools and the Qare Estée; east of
Burlington Sted, on-stred parking is providedat mog locdaionsoutside d theschoals. A hicyclerackis provided
atthe sde entanceof the MacFarlandJunior Sdod; the rack is unlitrad uncoveed.

le proposed! orntown Creek Trail would traverse Gilder Pak and Field, intersect with Crossvicks $red on
the eastan edge d the Pak, continue an-stred eastalong Crossvicks $reet and acossRaute 130 to Bordentown
Townshp to the east.

Burlington Sted (County Stred 662) is a arth-sauth oriented roadway that cannects Bordentown City with
Fieldsbao befbre cantinuing on to its terminus at Raute 13 to the south. Bulington Stred intersecs ®veal
primary city streds, including Crossvicks and Prince Steds, and Farnswath Avenue Along with Pak Stree and
Prince Sted, Burlington is sgnedasCaounty Route 662. Btween Crossvicks and Pine $reds, Burlington Sreet is
pogded at 25 mj, increase to 30 rph to BlacksCreek, and then to 40 nph asit learesthe cty. Owerthis ®ction,
Burlington Sted begnsasa relaively narrow, 35foot wide,urbanstree with parallel paking; saith of Phe Stred,
Burlington followsa cdownward doping grade and land uses kecanesmore spase with deger sébacksand lower
densti es,sypporting the highe postedspedlimit and preseriing fewe disruptionsto throughtravel by bryde. At
the city limits, heroadway travel ower BlacksCreekand under1-295.

le geomeric dignmenrt of the Burlington Sted and Prince Sted intersection is poar and cortributesto visbility
problems and turning di# cuties. ! e rorth and souh appoaches d Prince Stred are o$setarnd a wde radius
is currently provided at the ®uthwest comer of the intersection. ! esegemetric sortcomings,canbined with
largetrees and on-stred parking located too closeto the intersection signi” cantly limit visibility, particulaly on the
southbound goproachof Princeat Bulington. ! e dbset dignmert of PrinceStred dso creaesvery long crossvalks
that further limit both bicycle and pdedrian mohility atthis lccaion.

An existing bus stelter is located on the easbound side d Burlington Sred east of the Burlington Sred
intersection.

le proposedDdaware River Heritage Trail would traverse thesouthern portion of Burlington Sree and cortinue
alongto Feldsbao and points suth.

Prince Sted is a morth-sauth oriented stred locded paallel to, and one block west of Farnswath Avenue Rince
Stred is 34 &4 wide with on-stred parking at Farnswath Sted, and 36 fet at Birlington Sred; the poged speed
limit is 25 nph. Mostland usesare resicential and thelewel of tra#c and parking turnover are sgni*cantly lower
than thatexperiercedon Farnswath, presating les digurbanceand core ict to on-sted bicyding.

le intersection of Prince Sted a Burlington Sred hassight distancelimitations that obscue the alility to see
Burlington Sted tra# c from southbound Prince Sted (see Bulington Stred, above) As dscws®din the "rst
tecmical memaandum, the intersection of Prince ard Burlington Sreds sould be recon” gued so that the
northwestcaner has a rducedradius, erhancing bcycleand pelegriansakty at heintersection.

Seond Sred is a @mrrow, 24 feet wide,
25 mph city ged with on-stred parking on the westan side of hestred.

Hilltop Pak (alsocaled Hynn Park) is a sall linearpak located between a ow of detacledhomes dong McKnights

Avenue ard the blu$s overlooking the Bardentown Marina and Crossvicks Ceek, and spanning the area between

Seond Sted at Bank Sted and the northern terminus of Farnswath Avenuenear Courtland Sted. A walkway,
varying from 10to 14wide,traveses thelengh of thepark. ! ewakway and saktyfencingarein needof repair ard

replacemert. ! e McKnights Avenuehomesadually front on thePaik, and the stred servesasanalleythat acceses
the rear of the propeties. Hilltop Pak is an underdeveloped aset anong the City's open spae and paklands,
which hasthe paential to be adcd point linking the City with the Marinaand recreationd opportunities dong the
Delawae River, Crosavicks Creek,and ! orntown Cresk Trail.

le pak includesseveal berches, the Point BreezeGarden and Frarklin Carr Memorial Iris Garden. Curently,
some ®ctions are arrently being repaired and rehahlitated by the city. A pedestrian siaircag ®nnecs Hilltop
Pak to a poperty directy adjacat to the Marina, RverLINE railbed and a poposeal connection betveen the
Delawae River Heritage Trail and 'o rntown Creek Trail. ! e gaircaseis unlit and in needof sone repairsand
clearing of overhanging veggation.

An existing city park with childrens dayground islocated on theeasermn edgeof Seond Sted, betveen ! ompsm
and Pak Streds. Athough parking is povided thereare no xycleracks.

Between Route 130 ad Spiing Streds m-
stred parking is spaseas mat propetties ovide for 0$-dree parking; betwveen Jring and Seond Sreds, here
isa mix of on- ad 0$-street paking.

le precedng asgssnert of bicycle canditions and facilities includesnumerous referenasto a network of trails
that will lie within or passthrough Bordentown City. ! eseproposedtrails wll make useof the Cty's rumerous
historic and naural asgts ad will help link the city with the surounding communities,rivers, cees, and caral
towpath faciities Bordentowns Open $ae Han, as dopted on February 2, 2005,eacanmends thecreation ofthe
following trails:

Delawae River Heritage Trail + a b-stateregional
trail that extends from Trenton to the Tawmny-
Paimyra Bidgein Palmyra Baoughin NewJesey
and acoss the Delawae River north along the
riverin Peansylana andback to Trenton.

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le Open Spae Plan further siates that 2he
dewelgpment of these trails will require the
collaboration and coeration of stae, county,
and municipal entities. Funding for the creaion
and mantenaice of thesetrails has not beesn
deternined at his point in time®

le Open Spae Plan dso includesa ®ries d
recommendations following recommendations
spei” caly relatad to deycling:

RecoMMENDEDIMPROVEMENT.SBCYCLES TRAILS AND BicYCLEPARKING

Bicyde actvity canbe acommodated throughthe use of iouldersand wide outside bnes, sggnedshaed roadways
dedicaed bike laneswithin the right-of-way, or 0$-stree bike pahs separated from the madvay ! echdce of an
appropriate faality type cepends on fectors that include roadway conditions, locd origins and destinations, and
projecteduses.

Low vdume, low-speedroadways require no speid faclitiesfor bicyclists while high volume, high-gpeedroads
typicaly requre a £parae faciity. All roadvays in kletween rely on an asesment of the many fadors that make a
roadway particularly bike-friendly or unfriendly. ! e gimary focusof this asessnern hasbee on-stred faciities
and recommendations are limited to detemining gpropriate locations for shared-uselanesor albng ddineated
shoudersthat aredeemal bicycle canpatble. O$-dred faciitieshavebeen consdered only within the context of
comedionsbetwea city stees and the psposednetwork of o$-dred trails and pahs.

le following paragraphs cescibe gpropriate conditions or on-stred hicycle fecilities; hes will seve asa giide
for recommendng gopropriate fadlities.

le AASHTO Guide recanmends that in al cases, fiared-useroadwaysslould include distance, diredion and
degination information, and should not lead to bariers sud as m@mrrow bridges or ursak inersectons Routes
shoud besigned eer quater mile and at every turn.

Bike knes, tirough striping or pavemert marking treatments, ae desgned to be usal exclusively by hcyclists
li s @n help improve bicycle sifety, improve vsibility, and result in more predictable motorists and bicyclists'
behavior.
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Certain guidelinesfor designirg like lanesshould includethe following: (1) bike lanessthould be me-way carrying
bicyclists in the sane direction asthe adoining travel lane, (2), they should be bcded on the right sde of the
roadway, and (3) if agplicable the lane shold belocated betveen the pakinglane and trael lane.

In terms of bicycle klne width, the following guiddines $would gererdly be aheed to exeg in unique
circumgances

0 4 feet = radwayswith no curb or gutter

0 5 feet + whnadjacet to parking

o 11 feet = slred bikelane and peking area, no curbdce

0 12 feet, Isaredbike laneand paking area wih curb fece.

ovealooked. Providing goodquality bicycle parking goes well beyond providing isdatedradks @ random locaions
andexpeding gsclists to "nd ard usethem. Indeed,many agenciesarenow adopting $ea” ¢ requremerts for bicycle
parking desiq, locaion, and installation. ! efollowing paragraphs cescibe the components of a omprehensive
program of municipal bike paking, including locédion, type and sigage.

Typicallocations
where bicycle parking is desrable include tansit siations schools commerdal centers, paks ard recreaional
fadlities, and widkplaces.
